Per Waste Management trash pick-up will occur Monday October 24, 2005 at 5:00 a.m. and 
continue until conditions are safe. Once conditions deteriorate residents should secure trash and 
bring it indoors. After the storm passes, trash pick-up will be continued on your regularly 
scheduled pick-up day.  
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
